Chickenpox
We have been informed today after school that we have another a reported case of Chickenpox

in School. Below is some advice extracted from Public Health England guidance.

The following groups of people should seek advice from their GP if they are exposed to

chickenpox and do not remember if they have been previously infected with the virus:

* Pregnant women
* Babies whose mothers developed chickenpox in the first 28 days of their life

¢ People who are immunosuppressed

Although chickenpox is a mild disease in normal healthy children, it can be serious in individuals
whose immune systems are impaired in any way such as those on treatment for leukaemia or

who have had a transplant.

Individuals should be kept away from school for at least five days from onset of rash and until all

lesions have crusted over.

The NHS website also gives the following advice:
Do not use ibuprofen unless advised to do so by your doctor, as it may cause serious skin

infections.
